Dear Elementary Parents and Guardians,

Last week we sent home a letter that was written by our elementary math committee providing you with an update. The letter mentioned that there was going to be a first reading of the math series, Everyday Math 3, at the school board meeting on March 26. Your Elementary Math Committee made their presentation to the board and we are now ready for the next step.
We are going to hold a Parent Math Night. This event is scheduled for Wednesday, April 4, 5:30 p.m.-7:30 p.m. The math night will be held at West Elementary in the multipurpose room (lunchroom). We are going to present the Everyday Math 3 series in an Open House format. This means we will set up tables around the lunchroom and display the materials for Everyday Math 3 according to grade level. Committee members will be at the various tables ready to present information about the series and answer your questions. We will also be displaying the technology components of this series—both CD and on-line information. 
By using this Open House format, you will be able to attend the Parent Math Night according to a time that works out best for you between the hours of 5:30 p.m.-7:30 p.m. Also, by setting up the displays according to grade level, you will be able to concentrate on the math materials that will apply to your child’s grade for next year. Finally, this approach will make contact with the math committee a more personal one. You can ask the questions that are important to you and your child.    
If it works out, we may have an Everyday Math 3 representative in attendance. This will provide another resource for you in addition to the committee members. 

We are aware that the Parent Math Night is taking place the week before Spring Break and it is a busy time for many families. However, it is important to hold this meeting at this time because the next school board meeting is Monday, April 16, the day after we return from Spring Break. This will be the second reading of the Everyday Math 3 series and this is when the board typically approves new curriculum series. 

We strongly encourage you to attend this Open House. Although the focus is to give you as much information about the math series as possible, we also want to get feedback from you. We will include this information in our next presentation to the school board. We also want to invite to attend the school board meeting on April 16 when we have a second reading of the Everyday Math 3 series. Thank you and hope to see you on April 4.
