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Our committee began meeting in Sept. 2006, and has realized the need to be broad in scope, dealing with the needs of struggling math students as well as those of high achieving math students.  Our committee now proposes the following directions:
· Align all courses with the standards of National Council of Teachers of Mathematics (NCTM) as well as the State of Wisconsin DPI Standards and Criteria
· Adopt the “Discovering” series by Key Curriculum Press for Algebra, Geometry, and Advanced Algebra courses.  This series:
· Works well in a variety of learning arrangements (i.e. cooperative groups, investigations, standard classroom presentations)

· Meets the needs of absent students by providing parents and students access to condensed online lessons in English and Spanish

· Provides Calculator Notes sections that guide and support students  on how to use their calculators
· Has a Parent Guide in both English and Spanish that includes tips  for working with students on chapter summary exercises
· Provides links to classroom utilized software - Geometer’s Sketchpad.

· Hosts a website “keymath.com” that serves as a link for people to use if they desire more information about the math, people, places, and careers mentioned in the book.

· Provides extra practice problems to students seeking through online resources

· Provides an electronic glossary for reference

· Follows a researched, progressive and developmental process as students develop mastery of abstract thoughts

· Blends students’ skill development with cultural enhancements
· Redesign the lower level math classes into two, three semester courses.  Texts for these would be Discovering Algebra and Discovering Geometry.
· Algebra A – year 1
· Algebra B - semester 1, year 2
· Geometry A- semester 2, year 2
· Geometry B – year 3
· Revise TAGS (Trigonometry, Analytical Geometry, and Statistics) into two, year long courses into two separate courses:
· Pre-Calculus –  The text chosen is Pre-Calculus by Pearson
· Statistics – Text chosen is Elementary Statistics - “Picturing The World” by Prentice Hall
