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Building “Responsibility”

West Elementary is always looking 
for new opportunities to build 
responsibility in our children.   This 
year, our fi fth graders have two new 
programs that help create a safe 
environment in our school.

One of these programs is our safety 
patrol program.  A group of our fi fth 
graders have volunteered their time 
at the end of the school day to assist 
everyone in leaving the building safely.  
Some members have the job of placing 
cones in our parking lot entrances.  They 
allow buses and cars with handicap 
stickers to enter and watch all walkers 
closely.  They remind all walkers to be 
careful and to look both ways before 
crossing the street.  

Secondly, our school began a program called "Recess Buddies."  Six diff erent fi fth grade students 
attend our Tuesday and Thursday morning recesses with grades one and two.   The students 
have reviewed all of the playground rules, and their job is to remind students to play safe 
and follow all of these rules.   The older students even participate in games with the younger 
students to model good playground behavior.  We have seen students do a super job in these 
roles and we hope to continue and expand these programs as we build responsibility at West.

(junior Jessica 
Avalos), and 
the celebration 
being planned 
by Philostrate 
(senior Alyssa 
DeJong).  The 

fi rst sub-plot involves two sets of couples. 
Hermia (junior Sis Buroker) loves Lysander 
(senior Lee Olson) while Helena (senior Katie 
Chmielewski) loves Demetrius (senior Doug 
Posorske).  These four characters create a 
sort of “lovers’ square” because both men 
love Hermia, and Hermia’s mother Egeus 
(senior Loryn Krueger) wants Hermia to 
marry Demetrius, not Lysander.

This plot is further complicated by them 
fl eeing to a forest where fairy King Oberon 
(junior Brian Findlay) and fairy Queen Titania 
(senior Lauren Gruennert) are feuding 
over the custody of a powerful youth.  The 
fairies who inhabit the woods, waiting on 
Oberon and Titania, include Peaseblossom

instructs Puck (senior Tirzah Blair), his right-
hand fairy, to interfere in the lovers’ dealings, 
which leads to the previously mentioned 
further complications.

Another set of characters, the rude 
mechanicals, include Peter Quince 
(sophomore Natalie Emmerich), Snug 
(junior Katie Prosser), Bottom (junior Jim 
Horn), Flute (sophomore Carlos Avalos), 
Snout (senior Sarah Veley), and Starveling

District parents and community members are encouraged to attend the assembly on 
Wednesday, April 22, from 6:00 - 8:00 p.m., to hear Mr. Eric Szatkowski, special agent 
with the Wisconsin Department of Justice, Division of Criminal Investigation (DCI) since 
1991, speak on the dangers of online predators and their crimes against children.

Eric is currently assigned to the state’s Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force in 
Milwaukee.  His law enforcement experience also includes murder-for-hire, cold-case 
homicides, death investigations, anti-government groups, fugitives, and narcotics 
enforcement.  

Since 1999, Eric has become one of the nation’s leading offi  cers in apprehending 
sexual predators of children who use the Internet to seduce or exploit children.  He 
has been responsible for the arrest of approximately 150 men from Wisconsin and 
around the nation, most of whom traveled various distances to have sex with what 
they believed to be an underage boy or girl.  Eric’s arrests also include those who 
sexually assault children, distribute, possess, and/or manufacture child pornography, 
and expose children to harmful materials.  

Eric’s dynamic presentations on Internet crimes against children have been seen by 
more than 160,000  people in Wisconsin and the U.S.  Audiences include police offi  cers, 
prosecutors, child welfare advocates, correctional and social workers, civic groups, 
business professionals, doctors, parents, and middle school and high school students.   
He has been interviewed on national television about Internet predators on both the 
Tyra Banks Show in Los Angeles and CNN Tonight with Connie Chung in New York City.  
Eric has also appeared on Living Our Faith with Milwaukee Archbishop Timothy Dolan, 
and has been interviewed by countless newspapers, radio, and television stations 
across Wisconsin and the Midwest.  

His presentations inspired the drafting and passage of new legislation in Wisconsin 
in 2006, Assembly Bill 942.  This law signifi cantly increased the levels of felonies for 
online child exploitation, increased maximum prison penalties, and implemented 
presumptive minimum prison terms for online predators.  Eric has also testifi ed in 
court as an expert in the online sexual exploitation of children, and has provided 
assistance to dozens of law enforcement agencies in this area of police work. 

Eric’s work has been recognized by many organizations, including the National 
Center for Missing and Exploited Children and the Wisconsin Association of Homicide 
Investigators.  Some of Eric’s cases have been featured in numerous media outlets, 
including Cold Case Files, People Magazine, and MSNBC Investigates.    

Before his law enforcement career, Eric spent seven years in broadcast journalism.  
He was a news reporter, anchor and producer, working at TV stations in Milwaukee, 
Oklahoma City, and Madison.  He graduated with honors in 1983 from the University 
of Wisconsin-Milwaukee with a bachelor’s degree in mass communication.

The Wisconsin 
Student Immunization Law will require: 

Students Entering Vaccine(s)

Grades 6, 7 and 12 Tdap (1 dose) 
 and  Varicella  
 (2 doses)

Grades 9 and 10  Tdap (1 dose)

If your child will be entering grade 6, 7, 9, 
10, or 12 and already received a tetanus-
containing vaccine (i.e., Td vaccine) within 
the last fi ve years, your child is compliant 
and Tdap vaccine is not required. 

If your child had chickenpox disease, even 
after the fi rst dose of varicella vaccine, further 
doses of the vaccine are not required. 

We encourage you to make plans now to 
have your child vaccinated well in advance 
of school opening next fall to avoid the 
late summer rush at doctor’s offi  ces and 
immunization clinics.
